 Class Graduates of 2017 

On June 3rd, 2017 Eleven students received their Bachelor's degree in Theology, from 
Titus Baptist Seminary in La Grange, GA. The short 6 foot walk across the pulpit area 
of Faith Baptist Church, marked the culmination of eighteen months of study in cours-
es that ranged from Hermeneutics, Doctrine of Theology, Evangelism, Church Admin-
istration, and Bible Geography, to name a few. This is the first cohort of students to 
earn a Bachelors degree in Theology at the Compassionate Outreach Site . 
 
This Bachelor's degree program is intended to as a continuation of biblical studies be-
ginning with courses taught through the Faith Bible Institute program of studies. All 
graduates of Titus Baptist Seminary were also graduates of Faith Bible Institute. These 
two courses of study were designed in such a way that the curricula complemented 
each other and could be completed sequentially, beginning with Faith Bible Institute. 
This is yet another avenue of preparation through which to spread the gospel of Christ, 
to equip the called to impart God's indisputable Word. It is our hope to continue to 
offer this degree program as a follow on to Faith Bible Institute and perhaps to expand 
into the Masters and Doctoral realm, if God says the same.
