HEALTH AWARENESS FOR MAY - NATIONAL MINORITY HEALTH
MONTH

May is a time to raise awareness of those living with mental or behavioral health issues and to help reduce
the stigma so many may experience.

Hospitals and health systems play an important role in providing behavioral health care and helping
patients find resources available in their community. Hospitals create unique partnerships to address
behavioral health issues in non-traditional ways. According to the AHA many of their members are leading
innovations in the way behavioral health disorders are identified and treated—through the integration of
physical and behavioral health services, changes in their emergency departments and inpatient and
outpatient settings, and via community partnerships. These strategies improve the overall value of health
care and can lead to improvements in patient outcomes, quality of care and total costs.

The AHA has a long-standing commitment to support these efforts and advocate on issues related to
behavioral health. AHA supports the integration of behavioral and physical health and helps hospitals play
a key role in establishing partnerships to ensure access to a full continuum of behavioral health care.

* Mental health conditions do not discriminate based on race, color, gender or identity. Anyone can
experience the challenges of mental illness regardless of their background. However, background and
identity can make access to mental health treatment much more difficult. Bebe Moore Campbell National
Minority Mental Health Awareness Month was established in 2008 to start changing this.
